Notes:
"Deployment" is defined as the number of times a service member has served in a non-U.S. location (such as Iraq and Afghanistan).

1.4 Combat Deployments

Notes:
"Combat Deployments" refers to the number of times a service member is deployed to a combat zone. Combat deployments may vary from 9 to 12 months.  Extensions of 90 to 120 days are common.

1.5 Combat Environment

Notes:
The term "Number of Times in a Combat Environment" refers to the number of times a service member has been in a combat environment.
